It is that time of year, so continuing on with last month’s musings about be-
ginnings and endings — what do you remember about kindergarten? At El-
bert Elementary, Mrs. Mary Anderson’s recent “graduates” can tell you all
about it. Free Time is a favorite of course, but much work is done with num-
bers, letters, and words; books and songs; scissors, crayons, and glue;
months and days and seasons ... And then it’s time to move on. But kinder-
garten does give us an especially good start, don’t you think? Robert Ful-
ghum wrote an essay about just that — how those first lessons in our early years of schooling are
relevant to our whole life. Not just in kindergarten but the upper grades too, and not just in the
classroom but the playground, hallway, school bus and at home. Relevant also to middle school-
ers and teens. And our graduates who become adults who create families who then create their
own families. Mr. Fulghum’s advice includes subjects like The Golden Rule, Basic Sanitation,
Ecology, Politics, Equality, Love. Simple advice like Share. Play fair. Say sorry when you hurt
someone. Clean up your mess. Put things back where you found them. Don’t take things that
aren’t yours. He urges us to work, play and create every day, then reminds us of important
words like LOOK. LISTEN. THINK. LEARN. These kindergarten lessons can easily apply to busi-
nesses, teams, governments. To citizens of a neighborhood, a region, a country, the world. Let’s
take a lesson from Mrs. Anderson’s class too. When disagreements arise, the students learn
about “giving hurt and giving heart.” She demonstrates the difference by showing them a jagged
rock and a small heart-shaped pillow. Which would you rather have put in your hand? Mr. Ful-
ghum suggests that if every person had cookies and milk in the afternoon and then took a nap,
what a better place this earth might be. And regardless of age, we should all hold hands and
stick together. | would like to add my two cents by recommending that before you can even get
your snack, you must have been kind or helpful to at least one person somewhere along the path
of your day. And then give them a heart pillow for naptime. Congratulations to the Class of 2011,
not only in Elbert but at schools everywhere. | believe these simple rules can help you be happy,
successful, and respected.
