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VACANCIES

A. When Vacancy Occurs:

The office of a member of the Board of Education shall be deemed to be vacant upon anyone of the following events prior to the expiration of the term of office:

1. School Director: If, for any reason, a school director shall not be elected to a school director office by the electors, as may be required at a regular biennial school election.

2. Failure of Oath: If the person who was duly elected or appointed shall fail, neglect, or refuse to subscribe to an oath of office within ten days after receipt of the certificate of election or appointment.

3. Written Resignation: If the person who was duly elected or appointed shall submit a written resignation to the Board of Education and such resignation shall have been duty accepted by the Board of Education.

4. Become Non-Resident: If the person who was duly elected or appointed shall be or become during his/her term of office a non-resident of the school district in which he/she was elected, or, in the event the district shall have a director district plan of representation.  If he/she shall be or become during his/her term of office a non-resident of the director district which he/she represents unless he/she shall have been elected at the time or prior to the adoption of a director district plan of representation by the electors or prior to a revision and redesignation of director district boundaries.

5. Guilty of Felony: If the person who was duly elected or appointed shall be found guilty of a felony.

6. Court Voids: If a court of competent jurisdiction shall void his/her election or appointment or remove the person duly elected or appointed for cause whatsoever, but only after his/her right to appeal shall have been waived or otherwise exhausted.

7. Not Attend Meetings: If the person who was duly elected or appointed shall not attend three consecutive regular meetings of the Board of Education without the Board of Education having entered upon its minutes and approval for an additional absence, or absences; provide that such additional absence or absences, shall not be due to a temporary mental or physical disability or illness.

8. Death: If the person who was duly elected or appointed shall die during his/her term of office.

B. Filling of Vacancies: 

At the next Board of Education meeting following occurrence of any of the conditions outlined above, the Board of Education shall adopt a resolution declaring a vacancy.

1. Board Appointments:

Following declaration by the Board of Education of a vacancy, the remaining members of the Board shall appoint a person to fill the vacancy within sixty days after said vacancy occurred.

2. President Appoints:

If the remaining members of the Board of Education fail to appoint a person to fill the vacancy within sixty days after said vacancy occurred, the president of the Board shall appoint a person to fill the vacancy.
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
