JOB SUMMARY: To provide safe and efficient transportation for the students of Elbert District #200. 

PERFORMANCE RESPONSIBILITIES: 

1. Obey all traffic laws. 

2. Observes all mandatory safety regulations for school buses. 

3. Maintains discipline when students are on the bus. 

4. Reports undisciplined students to the principal. 

5. Keeps assigned bus clean. 

6. Keeps the assigned schedule. 

7. Conducts a pre-trip inspection before each trip. 

8. Reports mechanical failures to the bus maintenance person on the required forms. 

9. Discharges students only at authorized stops. 

10. Transports only authorized students. 

11. Conducts self in a manner as to reflect a favorable impression of Elbert Schools when on out-of-district trips. 

12. Reports all accidents and completes necessary forms. 

13. Become familiar with all Colorado Rules and Regulations governing operation of school transportation vehicles. 

14. Conduct emergency evacuation drills at least twice a year (once each semester). 

15. Keeps a daily mileage record. 

QUALIFICATIONS: 

1. Valid driver's license. 

2. Valid school driver's license. 

3. Be a minimum of 23 years of age. 

4. Pass a yearly physical. 

5. Possess a current first aid card. 

6. Have a satisfactory driving record. 

7. Complete 8 hours of in-service training yearly. 

8. Such additional health and age requirements as the Board of Education may require.
