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Instructional Arrangements

The Board supports those instructional arrangements that will make it possible to provide for the individual needs of students and permit individual growth and - continuous progress. 

Such forms of grouping and team teaching may be employed within groups of classes and within schools as will accommodate a program in which students are permitted and encouraged to advance at their own rate of progress. 

The Board may enter into cooperative education agreements with other districts, community colleges, vocational schools or Boards of Cooperation Education Services, whether it determines that such cooperative agreements will enhance the educational opportunities for students. 
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
