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School Web Site Publishing

The primary purpose of the district's web site is to communicate effectively with the community. The Elbert School District #200 web site provides the district with the unique opportunity to interact with the community and improve student learning. The web site allows the district to provide current and complete information to its community at large and give the community a means to communicate effectively with students and personnel. It provides a means for student expression and new avenues for teachers to help students meet high standards of performance.

Material and information published to the web site shall be consistent with the mission, goals, policies, programs and activities of the district. All subject matter shall relate to curriculum, instruction, appropriate general information, or to the activities of the district.

Material appropriate for placement on the web site shall include district information, teacher or class information, student projects, athletics and extracurricular organization information.

Requirements of the District Web Site:

1. All publications shall meet established district requirements related to student print publications and in accordance with state and federal law related to student expression.

2. All teacher or student created school-based web pages shall be hosted on the district server.

3. The secondary school principal shall designate an individual and/or committee, who are members of the district staff, to administer the official District web site and monitor all web site activity for compliance with district policy and state and federal law. Prior to the publication of web pages, all material posted shall be reviewed by the principal's designee(s) and shall comply with all aspects of the district web policy. Student organizations that are not officially recognized and do not have staff advisors shall not be permitted to submit materials for publication on the school web site.

4. Students admitted to the web publishing class shall be approved by the principal's designee(s) and shall have completed, at a minimum, the Intro to Computer curriculum at above the proficient level and a screening process.

5. Material presented on the web site from student class activity must meet the educational objectives of the class activity and follow the guidelines within this policy and the District discipline codes.

6. It will not be considered a violation of a student's right to free speech to require removal of material that fails to meet established educational objectives or that is in violation of a provision of the Student Use of the Internet and Electronic Communications policy or the student disciplinary code.

7. The material posted to the District web site shall be the original work of students or staff, part of the public domain or with the written permission of the owner of trademarked or copyrighted material. This includes the use of, but is not limited to, logos, characters, trademarks, text, graphics, pictures, sounds, music and videos.  There will be no assumption that the publication of copyrighted material on the web site is within the fair use exemption and web page publications shall follow all applicable copyright laws and guidelines.

8. Information contained within the web site must meet the school district's academic standards of proper spelling, grammar and the accuracy of the information posted.

9. Staff and students may not publish personal home pages on the district server.

10. Internet publications are available to the entire world and as such require special care to protect the privacy of the students and staff. Web pages will not contain personal contact information about students beyond that permitted by the school district and parent/guardian and then only if written consent of the student's parent/guardian is obtained. Personally identifying information such as phone number, address, names of family members, names of friends, e-mail addresses, specific location of a student at any given time, grades or any other academic information will not be published.

Pictures of students may be included only under the following conditions:

· Individual student pictures may be published on the web site only with written consent of the student's parent/guardian.

· Pictures of groups of students involved in a school-related activity may be published without consent. However, the students shall only be identified by the group name.

· Students shall not be individually identified in pictures unless there is a special reason for doing so, such as recognition for receiving an award. In such cases, the student's parent/guardian must give written consent.

11. Links to student e-mail addresses are prohibited.

Given the rapid change in technology, some of the provisions of this policy may become outdated rapidly. Therefore, this policy shall be reviewed periodically and revised as necessary. When changes occur before this policy can be adjusted, the superintendent or designee shall make decisions at the district level consistent with the philosophy set forth in the Board's policy and this regulation.
