SCHOOL ADMISSIONS

All persons age 5 through 21 who reside with a parent or guardian, within the boundaries of this school district may be permitted to attend public schools without payment of tuition. In addition, persons who do not reside in the district may be admitted under Board policies relating to nonresident students or by specific action of the Board. 

A student that does not live with his or her parent will be requested to show official guardianship transfer records before allowed to enroll at Elbert.  For a student to be classified as an in-district student the official guardianship papers must be with a resident within the district.  A birth certificate or other proof of legal age, as well as proof of residence and guardianship, may be required by the school administration. 
Students who were expelled or suspended from another school district during the preceding 12 months or whose behavior in another school or institution during the preceding 12 months was detrimental to the welfare or safety of other students or school personnel may be denied admission.
