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Guidelines and Procedures for Admission Of Nonresident Students

Non-residence students shall be admitted for one year, at any grade level the enrollment cap is not in effect, only upon recommendation of the superintendent and approval of the Board. The following criteria shall be considered in each case where a nonresident student applies for admission to the school district. 

1. Parent(s) or guardian of the protective student shall contact the school administration where attendance is sought and complete a Non-residence Student Application Form, send transcripts or report card of student, send discipline and attendance record if separate from transcript, and have two (2) letters of recommendation. 

2. The administration will review the application and check student references and records from previous schools including the following criteria: 

a. Review of transcripts. 

b. Review of discipline records. 

c. Determine attendance of previous district and the time of such attendance. 

d. Determine the availability of space. 

e. Determine burdens upon school district resources. 

f. Review reasons for which the student seeks admission to the district. 

Approval for admission is granted on an annual basis. All requests and application packets should be completed and turned into the superintendent by September 25th.  The out of district applications will be approved or denied in accordance to policy by the administration.  No enrollment of nonresident students will be allowed after October 1st count date. 

Preschool Approval for non-resident students will be based on Colorado Preschool eligibility criteria.  In order to be considered, children must be 4 or 5 years old and eligible for kindergarten within two years.  Priority will be given to parents who have participated in the program previously.  

Separation of children in a family shall not be a consideration in the acceptance of admission of nonresident students.

Students belonging to teachers and staff, who are in good standing, both academically and behaviorally, will be considered to be in-district and will not be subjected to the class capacity limitation of the existing policy.
No student will be denied equal consideration for application and admission to Elbert School District #200 due to race, sex, handicapping condition, or national origin. 

The following is an enrollment cap of each classroom. If the number of applicants exceeds the capacity limits for any grade level the following procedure, in compliance with Schools of Choice, will apply:  First priority will be given to students with proficiency ratings of unsatisfactory in one or more academic areas who attend an unsatisfactory school.

Class Cap 

Special Ed. = 15 K-12 

Preschool = 15 Per class per day 

Kindergarten = 20 

1st grade = 23 

2nd grade = 23

3rd grade = 23

4th grade = 25
5th grade = 25

6th grade = 25

7th and 8th Grades = 26 per classroom
9th and 10th Grades = 26 per classroom 

11th and 12th Grades = 28 per classroom 

The above caps have been adopted for enrollment of out-of-district purposes only, and if these classrooms are at or exceed these enrollment numbers, and the board feels there is not adequate classroom space or finances available to split an elementary class, or offer more sessions in the JH or HS areas, an out-of-district student would not be admitted unless the Board makes an exception. If the number of students in a grade level exceeds the cap by five or more students the board will review whether it is necessary to split an elementary class or offer more sessions in the JH or HS areas.  Any grade level large enough to be divided for instructional purposes, will be considered to be more than one class for the purposes of this policy's class capacity limitations.  If the cap is found to be exceeded at the beginning of the school year acceptance of out of district students may be revoked at that time.
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
