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DUE PROCESS FOR SUSPENSION, EXPULSION, DENIAL OF ADMISSION

The Board of Education shall provide due process of law to students, parents and school personnel through written procedures consistent with law for the suspension or expulsion of students and the denial of admission. 

As an alternative to suspension, the principal or designee at his/her discretion may permit the student to remain in school with the consent of his teachers if his parent, guardian or legal custodian attends class with the student for a period of time specified by the principal or designee. If the parent, guardian or legal custodian does not agree or fails to attend class with the student, the student shall be suspended in accordance with the accompanying regulations. 

This alternative to suspension shall not be used if expulsion proceedings have been or are about to be initiated or if the principal or designee determines that the student's presence in school, even if accompanied by a parent, would be disruptive to the operations of the school or be detrimental to the learning environment. 

Delegation of Authority: 

1. The Board of Education hereby delegates to the Superintendent or Principal of the school district or to a person designated in writing by the Principal the power to suspend a pupil in his/her school for not more than five (5) school days on the grounds stated in C.R.S. 22-33-106 or not more than ten (10) school days on the grounds stated in C.R.S. 22-33-106 (1) (d) unless expulsion in mandatory under law. 

2. The Board of Education hereby delegates to the Superintendent of Schools or any individual temporarily serving in that capacity, the authority to suspend in accordance with C.R.S. 22-33-105, for an additional ten (10) school days, plus up to and including an additional ten (10) days when necessary in order to present the matter to the Board of Education. 

3. Unless otherwise determined by the Board, the Board of Education delegates to the superintendent of schools or to his designee who shall serve as a hearing officer the authority to deny admission to, or expel for any period, not extending beyond one year, any student whom the superintendent, in accordance with the limitations imposed by Title 22, Article 33, of the Colorado Revised Statutes, shall determine does not qualify for admission to, or continued attendance at the public school of the district. 

DUE PROCESS FOR SUSPENSION, EXPULSION, DENIAL OF ADMISSION 

If the hearing is conducted by a designee serving as a hearing officer, the hearing officer shall prepare findings of fact and recommendations for the superintendent at the conclusion of the hearing. The superintendent shall render a written opinion in the expulsion matter within five days after the hearing whether the hearing is conducted by the hearing officer or the superintendent. 

The superintendent shall report on each case acted upon at the next meeting of the Board, briefly describing the circumstances and the reasons for his action. Such denial of admission or expulsion by the superintendent shall be subject to appeal to the Board. The appeal shall consist of a review of the facts were presented, arguments relating to the decision and questions of clarification from the Board. 

Expulsion for crimes of violence 

Whenever a student between the ages of 14 and 18 is alleged to have committed an offense that would constitute a crime of violence if committed by an adult, the school district shall be notified and the Board of Education, in accordance with law, may initiate proceedings for immediate expulsion. The Board may not delegate to the superintendent or a hearing officer the authority to conduct the hearing for an expulsion for a crime of violence. 

Alternatively, the Board may determine to wait until the conclusion of court proceedings to consider expulsion, in which case it shall be the responsibility of the district to provide an alternative educational program for the student as specified in state law. 

Annual Reports 

The Board annually shall report to the State Board of Education the number of students expelled from the district school for disciplinary reasons or for failure to submit certificates of immunization. Expelled students shall not be included in calculating the dropout rate for the school or the district. 
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
