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PROCEDURE FOR EXPULSION OR DENIAL OF ADMISSION

Deny Admission/Expulsion: In the event that the Administration contemplates action denying admission to or expelling any student or perspective student, from school, the following procedures shall be followed: 

A. Notice - Not less than 5 days prior to the date of contemplated board action, the administrative officer of the district shall cause written notice of such proposed action to be delivered to the student and his/her parent/guardian. Such delivery must be by certified United States mail or by personal delivery with a witness. 

B. Emergency Notice - In the event the Board of Education determines that an emergency exists necessitating a shorter period of notice, the period of notice may be shortened to the extent the Board may direct, provided that the pupil or his/her parent have actual notice of the hearing prior to the time it is held. 

C. Contents of Notice - The notice shall contain the following basic information: 

1. Statement of Denial or Expulsion: A statement of the basic reasons alleged for the contemplated denial of admission or expulsion. 

2. Statement of Hearing: A statement that a hearing on the question of expulsion or denial of admission will be held if requested by the student or his/her parent/guardian within 5 days after the date of the notice. 

3. Date/Time/Place: A statement of the date, time, and place of the hearing in the event one is requested. 

4. Student's Presence: A statement that the student may be present at the hearing and hear all information against him/her; that he/she will have an opportunity to present such information as is relevant and that he/she may be accompanied and represented by his/her parent or guardian and an attorney.  

5. Failure of Participation: A statement that failure to participate in such hearings constitutes a waiver of further rights in the matter. 

D. Conduct of Hearing - The hearing shall be conducted by the Board of Education. The hearing may be conducted in open session or may be closed except to those individuals deemed advisable by the Board of Education but include in all events; the student, his/her parent or guardian or attorney, such individuals as may have pertinent information shall be admitted to a closed hearing - to the extent necessary to provide such information. The hearing shall be conducted by the Chairman of the Board of Education. Testimony and information shall be presented under oath; however, technical rules of evidence shall not be applicable and the Board of Education may consider and give appropriate weight to such information or evidence it deems appropriate. The student or his/her representative may question individuals presenting information. A sufficient record of the proceedings shall be kept so as to enable a transcript to be prepared in the event either party so requests. Preparation of the transcript shall be at the expense of the party requesting the same. The Board of Education may retire to executive session to review and discuss the evidence; however, the final decision shall be made in public session. 
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
