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Parent Involvement in Education

The Board shall seek to foster relationships with parents. By interacting, the home and school district programs can work together towards achieving common educational goals for students. 

This relationship is fostered when the district: 

1. Consults with and encourages parents to share in school planning and in the setting of objectives through the building level accountability committee. 

2. Helps parents understand the educational process and their role in promoting it. 

3. Provides opportunities for parents to be informed about their child's development and the criteria for its measurement. 

4. Provides appropriate avenues for parents to find support in their role as parents. 

5. Encourages the maintenance of formal parent organizations at each school building as well as at the district level. The organizations shall receive information concerning the activities of the school and the district and shall have opportunities for input into district decisions as appropriate. 

Academic content standards 

The district shall inform parents about the application of academic content standards to their child's education. Such information shall be provided through written materials and public meetings. Information provided to parents shall explain how the student's progress in achieving content standards will be measured and how parents will be informed of such progress. This same information also shall be provided to the building level and district accountability committees. 
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
